American College of Gastroenterology (ACG) - www.acg.gi.org
The American College of Gastroenterology is a professional organization that consists of more than 8,000 individuals from more than 30 countries.  ACG was formed in 1932 to advance the scientific study and medical treatment of disorders of the gastrointestinal tract.  Additionally, the ACG has an Institute for Clinical Research & Education that serves as a forum in which to build on the goals of the College and to promote research in clinical gastroenterology, to educate physicians and the public.  It provides resources to support young clinical investigators who as they develop careers in academic gastroenterology, enrich knowledge and treatments in digestive diseases.

American Gastroenterological Association (AGA) - www.gastro.org
The oldest medical specialty society representing 14,000 physicians and scientists who research, diagnose and treat disorders of the GI tract and liver.  Its mission is to advance the science and practice of gastroenterology.  On a monthly basis, the AGA publishes two highly respected journals, Gastroenterology and Clinical Gastroenterology and Hepatology. The AGA's annual meeting is Digestive Disease Week®, which is held each May and is the largest international gathering of physicians, researchers and academics in the fields of gastroenterology, hepatology, endoscopy and gastrointestinal surgery.
